1. Job type and number of positions: One Assistant Professor (Tenure-track employment)

2. Term: 5 years

Our general rule is to have a midterm evaluation in the third year and a tenure evaluation in the
fifth year. If tenure is granted, after the term is over, employment will be renewed with no fixed
contract term.

4. Research Field: Mathematics (Algebra, Geometry or Analysis)

5. Responsibilities: During the tenure—track period, research effort is at least 70%. In the remainder
(at most 30%), the candidate will be involved in education and administrative duties for the Faculty
of Science and the Graduate School of Science and Engineering
We do not require Japanese language ability at the time of hiring, but the candidate’ s Japanese
language ability will be evaluated during the tenure screening process

6. Qualifications: (1) Must apply for the JSPS project “Leading Initiative for Excellent Young
Researchers”. Application period for the “Leading Initiative for Excellent Young Researchers”
program: 23 March — 23 April 2020
(2) Must have obtained a doctor’ s degree by the time the candidate begins employment at Saitama

University or must have equivalently advanced capability in research in the above field
(3) Candidates who are highly motivated with outstanding achievements (research papers, awards

etc.) in the above research fields as an Excellent Young Researcher.

(4) Candidates who are passionate about education and have sufficient language ability (Japanese
or English) for education and research guidance (after tenure is granted, the candidate will be more
involved in research, education and administration of the Faculty of Science and the Graduate School
of Science and Engineering)

(5) The candidate’s nationality and gender will not influence the hiring process
7. Starting date: As early as possible after 1 October 2020
8. Salary: will be paid based on the rules of the annual salary system of Saitama University
9. Start—up grant: Grant based on the “Leading Initiative for Excellent Young Researchers” program
